Choosing a Research Topic (25 points)
Choosing a topic is the first step in writing a research paper. Remember that your topic should be neither too broad nor too narrow. 

You may choose a topic that relates to a subject you have studied or will cover in another course this school year, OR a career that you would like to investigate.
